•	 Slow Play - That three or four ball Matches must invite two ball 

Matches to play through when a delay occurs.
•	 Slow Play, further - If a Match fails to keep its place on the Course 

and loses one clear hole on the Group in front, it must allow the 
Match following to pass through.

•	 Always rake over footmarks etc. in Bunkers.
•	 Be appropriately dressed in the Clubhouse and on the Course.
•	 Practice on the Course is prohibited i.e. repeated shots from the 

same position. Please use the numerous and exceptional practice 
facilities the Club has, to do this.

INTRODUCTION OF GUESTS
•	 Members must purchase a ticket for their Guest(s) prior to commencing 

play. This can be done either in the Pro Shop or at the Bar. In the 
case of these premises being closed, payment should be made by 
BACS transfer (West Linton Golf Club, 83-26-09, 00137927), using 
your name as a reference. BRS must be correctly updated to show the 
Member has played with a Guest(s).

•	 A Member may introduce up to three Guests at one time.
